Room 23- Homework Policy and Plan/ Grading
Daily- Homework is assigned daily in math, except on test days, to review new concepts. Homework will generally be between 10 and 15 problems. It will be reviewed the next day in class. 

Weekly-  Every week students are given a weekly homework assignment in Language Arts. These assignments will begin next Monday and are intended to push students to work in an area of interest to them. These are NOT intended to be done in one night, but rather worked on throughout the week.  Weekly paragraphs will be posted on class website and should be turned in via e-mail. Grade sheet with comments will be e-mailed back to student, or an individual conference will take place in class. This is one more way we are working on going green.
Monthly- Reports and Projects are assigned throughout the year depending on the unit of study. In addition, students complete a new piece of writing every two weeks. Sometimes, students will be required to complete these writing assignments (final drafts or typing at home)

    * I know that homework can be a frustration at times when projects feel overwhelming and close together. I try to take this into account and not assign more than one project at any given time. 

Grading

I keep track of all grades on a computer based program. Grades are posted after large tests and assignments and each student was assigned a number so that they may check their grade. In addition, grade sheets will be handed out the first Tuesday of every month (except September- too few marks) so that you are kept aware of your child’s progress.  I have a weighted grading system where tests and quizzes carry a much higher value than homework and class work; hence it may be difficult to keep track of grades at home.
